WASHINGTON - A new of• 
ficial version of Collectio Rituum, 
with the English allowed for use 
of the clergy in the administra-
tion of the sacraments, has been 
distributed to the Bishops of the 
United States. 

The text of the English transla-
tion of this compendium of 
Church prayers for the adminis• 
tration of the sacraments is the 
official text approved by the Sac-
r ed Congregation of Rites. When 
published, it becomes the only 
text authorized for use in the di• 
oceses of the United States, thus 
superseding the first version, 
which was published in 1954.
