Thanks to her sociable nature and her truly Christian way of life—
exemplified by her active membership in the St. Anne Women’s Society, the Mission Society, and the
Women’s Guild—she enjoyed a wide circle of friends; at the same time, she remained devoted with
wholehearted love to her husband, her daughter, her parents, and her siblings. The immense turnout at
her funeral—held on Monday morning following a service at the Church of the Immaculate... ...at the
Church of the Immaculate Conception—to which she remained faithful—the Requiem Mass,
celebrated at nine o'clock by the Rev. Father Demetrius, O.S.B. (with the Rev. Father Luke, O.S.B.,
serving as Deacon; the Rev. Father Elmer, O.S.B., as Subdeacon; and the Rev. Joseph Varley of the
Cathedral—a longtime friend of the Braun family—assisting), took place at Calvary Cemetery, where
the deceased—who, as a true sufferer, offered up her suffering to her Creator—may now rest in eternal
peace.
